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The purpose of the meeting was to bring together a small group of people to discuss new areas where research in plasmas could be undertaken. The meeting was opened with presentation from, Timoshkin -  Underwater Cavities Generated by Spark Discharges: Modeling Aspects and Practical Applications, Yeroklin - Discharge Studies in Plasma Electrolytic Oxidation and Webb -  Sonoluminescence. Discussion followed on general areas where there might be new physics investigated concerning plasmas and liquid plasma interfaces. 
Further discussion led by Mark Bowden investigated areas of collaboration. 

Subsequent to this meeting Mark Bowden went onto attend the National Conference on Ionised Gases where he initiated several conversations with other EU groups.  

Further Collaborations 

There already is with the EPSRC a bid from the OU and UCL that is currently being reviewed. There may be other areas collaboration should be promoted.  We certainly know there is a bid forthcoming from Queens, those of which I will try to obtain.
