UK Network in non-thermal plasmas

 I strongly support he proposal to establish in the UK a network on the topic of non-thermal plasma science, and would be pleased to join with the initiative particularly on topics 1 and 4.

 The types of plasma equipment that we can make available to members of the network include two chambers (inductively and capacitively coupled respectively) together with a range of optical diagnostics which we have specifically developed with the aim of being able to transfer them to other plasma environments. The diagnostic tools are based on diode laser technology at wavelengths ranging from the ultraviolet to the mid infrared.

The UK community will undoubtedly benefit from the setting up of such a network, in just the same way as our competitors in mainland Europe, America and Japan have done.
